 Recently, while thinking of 

Church Growth vs. Church 

decline, one word – ‘harmony’ (i.e. 

‘Being in one accord’) kept coming 

back to my mind.  It seemed to me 

that the propensity for a church – 

let alone any community – to grow 

was, to a very significant extent, a 

function of the extent to which it 

fostered harmony, loyalty and 

unity in its daily life (© Owiny 

2016).  

In his book, ñLoyalty and 

Disloyalty: Those Who Are 

Ignorantô, Bishop Dag Heward-

Mills 1 suggests that loyalty needs 

developing like a culture; that 

“When something is part of a 

culture, it happens repeatedly even 

without prompting.” He goes on to 

say “When your organisation is 

averse to disloyal elements, you will 

be much better off. … If you are in 

church work, your church will 

grow… (p.33). 

Our loyalty is, first and foremost, to 

God. Then, our loyalty (submission) 

to one another follows.                    

 

                                                     

 

 

God has called us together in His 

committed bid to build a kingdom for 

Himself.  God’s priority is to grow that 

kingdom. Surly, rebelling, striving and 

competing among ourselves tend to tear 

down rather than build up that 

kingdom. The good news is that God 

will not allow that to go unchecked. 

When Moses had expected loyalty from 

Dathan and Abiram (the sons of Eliab), 

they gave him disloyalty (Numbers 

16:12). They said, “We will not come 

up”. Clearly, they were overwhelmed 

by the spirit of pride, for them to have 

thus retorted to their leader’s request. 

They despised Moses’ God-given 

authority. To that effect, the bible tells 

us the severity of their punishment 

(Numbers 16: 28-33). Our God is the 

same yesterday, today and forever; so is 

the end of rebels. Pride leads to 

disloyalty hence, beware of the 

following symptoms of pride: 

Answering back, general rudeness, 

feeling indispensable, mocking and 

laughing at leaders, feeling that I am as 

good as – if not better than – my leader,  

and constant criticism.  

As we start a new season, may God 

recreate a newness of heart in us.

FORMATION OF  THE LOCAL AREA
