This month we profile Catherine and find out about
her life growing up in South Africa, her work and the
differences she encountered upon moving to England.

1. What country did you grow up in? What is
your family li ke?

most of my school days with my siblings, as both
parents were working far from home and were
taking turns on coming home to see us. M y mom went
back to work full time when I was 12 or 13 years old.

So, Fridays used to be very special days for us.
Looking forward to being with our Dad or Mum for
the weekend would drive us to clean the house, wash
the uniforms and then do our homework soon after
school.

Living together as kids, has made the bond amongst
us really strong, as we had to look out for each other.
The communities then were close knit and although
our relatives and neighbours were not really that
physically involved in looking after us, the y were
supportive - they were, like, on standby and just
knowing that was enough for us.

2. How was your schooling different to schooling here
in England? Any specific good memories?

| was seven years old when | started grade 1 as there
were no preschools at that time. The first six years
were spent at primary school, the middle school for

three years and the remaining three years at
secondary school.

So schooling took twelve years, before going to

varsity, college or technikon. | have a good memory

of my secondary school principal. He was like a
father to all of us at school. He was a very decent
man. He was a maths and science teacher and hardly
ever resorted to corporal punishment.

3. What was it like in your country playing as a
child?

We used to play a lot at primary school and at home,

as there was plenty of space, and it was mostly hot
and sunny weather. There was no technology to get

glued to, so we had to entertain ourselves, and we

used to be really creative in making our own toys
football always being the number one sport for my

brothers.
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4.  What sort of church did you attend? Was it
like The Hyde?

Our church was called Pentecostal Holiness church.
The services are almost similar. Our Church had a
Sunday school and a confirmati on school, which all
kids were expected to go through. Due to space
constraints Sunday School would start an hour
before the service, and confirmation classes, which
lasted for a year, were on a Saturday.

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Isaac VS Palomino

Isaac was son of Abraham (who was called
the Father of faith and father of nations). He
was also father of Jacob (who wrestled with
God). Compared with his father and son, we
can probably say |l s a
uneventful, nothing extraordinary. He was
quiet; unlike his father and son, he never
travelled anywhere, always in Canaan; and
he didn't seem to have any great talents or
gifts: an ordinary man really.

However, he was a child of promise; born
out of a miracle when Abraham was 100
years old and Sarah had passed the age of
childbearing.

He was very obedient; did whatever he was
told. As we can see from Genesis 22 when
Abraham was instructed by God to offer
Isaac, his son, as sacrifice, Isaac was very
respectful. He trusted whatever his father
was doing. When Abraham said God would
provide the sacrifice, Isaac did not ask any
more questions, he just followed.

He was a perseverant man and had good
relationship with God, despite of some
hurdles he encountered with his two sons at
the end of his life. In Genesis 26, the Lord

had appeared to him and

In the world of wine grapes, Palomino
might sound unfamiliar to you. But if | say
it is the main grape variety used for Sherry
production (i.e. Harvey's Bristol Cream),
then you probably would know it or even

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So why do | think Palomino could be

o]
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i rst of al | | |l i ke the

very dull grape variety. It is neutral and low
in both acidity and sugar and therefore not
a formula for great wine. Wines made by
Palomino tend to be rather bland.

Secondly, Palomino does best in Jerez,
South of Spain. Like Isaac, Palomino
doesn't really travel anywhere, and there
are only insignificant amount of plantings

qui te

Thirdly, the existence of Palomino has
been described as miracle of nature. Jerez
is one of the oldest wine-producing towns
in Spain and its winemaking history can
start as early as 1110 BC. Some say that it
is incredible that such a dull grape variety
still exists. And by simply using one grape
variety, you can produce wines in two
different degrees of alcohol and five
different styles (from very delicate to very
rich).

To make Sherry, Palomino has to be
fermented as wine and then fortified with
grape spirit (which means adding alcohol
to stop fermentation) to between 15 and
22% alcohol. Being flat and characterless
actually turns out to be a blessing as 90%
of the style of sherry comes from the
ageing and how wine-makers manage the
process as well as the location of wineries
rather than the quality of the base wine. So
this does make Palomino resemble Isaac:
